Relevance (2 points) -

Don’t just tell the story!

Preparation (4 points) -
Use cue cards (don’t read);




At least 3 mins. in length; not more than 5 mins. 
Know what you are going to say/do next
Level of interest -              Be creative, think of your audience – 
(3 points)                            Would you like to listen to what you have to say?
                                           Choose an interesting part or character to highlight.

Eye contact (2 points) -

Stand confidently -
